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Benjamin Franklin was a very responsible and busy man. He was an inventor, a diplomat, a writer, and during all of that he was a loving father and a husband. He was married to Deborah Read and they got married in 1730, so he married at about 36 years old. They had three children, one of the children was born before their marriage. His name was William and he became the Royal Governor of New Jersey. The other two children’s names were Francis Folger and she died at age 4 from having smallpox. The other child was named Sarah, also called Sally by her father, cared for her father during his old ages. Benjamin was never home really because of the inventing part of his life. Ben also ran off with all of his wife’s money and by then he had enough money to retire at the age of 42 years old. Some main inventions were the Lightening Rod (kite and the key trick), and the bifocals which we still sometimes use today. Being a writer Benjamin helped write/edit the “Declaration of Independence” and he also signed it being one of the founding fathers and also one of the many free masons. While he moved back to Philadelphia, his wife Deborah died of a stroke. He cared and loved his family but the thing that’s sad is that he loved his inventions and his writing a lot more.
